His dedication to engaging the
public, to presenting diverse audiences with new ways of interacting with art, with our
environments and with each other has demonstrated creative leadership and
innovation, inspiring artistic, technological and cultural communities in all parts of the
world. His work offers challenging ideas and responds to the use and familiarity of
technology in mainstream culture, while giving voice to the individual.
